Holiday Food Requests

Fall is finally here, Halloween is right around the corner and stores already have Christmas
decorations up! That means the holidays are almost here and so are St. Columba's holiday
distributions. We are preparing for over 200 holiday food baskets for families in our
community and we need your donations! Please keep in mind that although we have specific
requests for the holiday baskets, we appreciate all food donations. Additional items will be
distributed through our regular food pantry, which operates four days a week, year-round.
Items we need specifically for the holiday baskets include:
10-12 Ib turkeys, stuffing, canned vegetables,
canned cranberry sauce, bread mixes, canned sweet potatoes,

mashed potatoes, canned potatoes, gravy and gravy mix, and dessert mixes.

Additional items we need throughout the year include:
peanut butter, jelly, macaroni and cheese, spaghetti and other pasta,

spaghetti sauce, tuna, rice, canned meat, single serving food, granola bars,

canned pasta, ramen noodles, instant oatmeal, cereal and all canned goods.

School Supplies Distribution

Our School Supplies Distribution was held the
week of August 29 and we were able to assist 683
students with backpacks filled with supplies! This is
a huge increase from last year, when we served 574
students and didn't have enough backpacks to help
everyone. Supplies for this year's event were donated
from individuals, churches and businesses in the
community and we received a special grant that
allowed us to purchase the backpacks and additional
supplies.

Special thanks goes out to everyone at Lafayette
Presbyterian Church, who allowed us to use their
space for our distribution and assisted us with set up
and breakdown. We also had a workforce of
volunteers from Second Presbyterian Church and the
community who kept backpacks packed and moving
out the door. In all, nearly 60 hours of volunteer
assistance made it possible for us to serve all the
students we did.

Feedback from those receiving services was
overwhelmingly positive, with one sharing, "For my
first time it was great. Looking around at this
program | can see that it helps a lot of people,
especially single mothers like myself. 1 think that it
is great and it warms my heart to receive this type of
assistance." Another stated, " | really appreciate the
service that St. Columba provides to serve the
community and residents of Norfolk."
